4) What does God promise to those who give? Matt 16:27, 19:21, Luke 14:12-14,

5) What is God's primary reason for prospering us? I Cor 9:10-11

6) Is it wise to desire riches? Proverbs 30:8-9, Ecc 5:10-15

7) Is it bad to give in front of others, or for others to know how much you give? Matt 6:1, 5:16
